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She is Third Person Singular. She is Ruba. Ruba is a modern, educated and free-spirited young woman, like a growing number of middle class women in Dhaka.  She lives together with Munna, a young NGO worker who she is in love with, but has chosen not to marry traditionally.   The movie tries to capture her seemingly never ending fight with the world outside- a conservative Muslim society and the world inside- her past.
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DIRECTOR‘S BIO 
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Mostofa sarwar farooki is a contemporary Bangladeshi film director and screenwriter. 

He is also the pioneer of an avant-garde filmmakers’ movement called "chabial"(the movie hawkers). 

Farooki's body of work addresses such themes as middle class angst, urban youth romance, deception-hypocrisy-and frailty of individual, frustration about own culture and conservative Muslim concepts of guilt and redemption. 

He is widely considered to be one of the most brilliant and influential moviemaker of contemporary Bangladesh. He, along with his fellow filmmakers from Chabial, has created a new genre of Bangladeshi films that are completely different from traditional theatrical melodrama. Before Farooki, the use of everyday colloquial language in films was considered as rude in Bangladesh. His films have a documentary feel as they concentrate on life’s daily tasks.

            I opened the film with the single woman out on the street all-alone at night. I could have opened the film in hundreds of ways. But I opened it like that just to see whether our streets and nights are safe for a single woman. This reflects a major motivation behind making this film. The motivation is that I tried to scale the sanity (or insanity) of my society and religion and see how they respond when they come to handle women issues.
